Before migrating to Australia in
1992, Urs was the editor of a newspaper in Zurich/Switzerland.

Daniele Kemp is a journalist and executive producer and presenter for SBS’ French language
program. She was born in France and has lived in Australia for over 40 years. Daniele joined
SBS in 1986. She is a Graduate of Media Studies at the Australian Film and Television School
with senior experience in tertiary education and public relations. Daniele holds a Master of Arts,
is involved in the Australian Ballet and helps to judge the Victorian Premier's Literary Award.
